WHEREAS, the Town desires to act as a Charging Site Host and participate in the collection of data to determine vehicle use and charging patterns of electric vehicles; and
WHEREAS, ECOtality will install four (4) electric charging stations for the Town for data collection and for residents to use the station to charge their electric vehicles; and
WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Town to enter into the Electric Vehicle Project Host Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this reference, with ECOtality in order to set forth the terms and conditions of the Agreement. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Town Council of the Town of Oro Valley, Arizona, that:
1. The Electric Vehicle Project Host Agreement between the Town of Oro Valley and ECOtality, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby authorized and approved.

2. The Mayor and any other administrative officials are hereby authorized to take such steps as necessary to execute and implement the terms of the Agreement.

EXHIBIT “A”
EV Project Host Agreement

Introduction

The United States Department of Energy (DOE) has provided funding through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act to accelerate the development and production of electric vehicles (EVs) in order to reduce petroleum consumption. To encourage the adoption of EVs, the DOE has undertaken the deployment of a large EV charging infrastructure in several cities in the United States.  This program is known as The EV Project. Electric Transportation Engineering Corporation, doing business as ECOtality North America (ECOtality NA), was selected by the DOE as the Project Manager for the EV Project. 

The development of a publicly available charging infrastructure is critical to the success of electric vehicles (EVs). EV drivers must see that sufficient publicly available EVSE stations exist to know that they will be able to conveniently re-charge when they are away from home. In addition, a significant population of publicly available “Electric Vehicle Supply Equipment” (EVSE) stations will encourage more drivers to select an electric vehicle as their next car. Providing this public charging will be a convenient service provided to EV owners for which revenue will be collected, thus compensating the host of the publicly available EVSE for the costs incurred by visitors to their business. The EV Project will provide up to 6,350 Level 2 (240 VAC) EVSE units at publicly available commercial locations.

If you choose to participate as a public EVSE Site Host in The EV Project and comply with the terms of this Agreement, you will be provided with Level 2 EVSE at no cost and provided a credit toward the installation of the EVSE at your commercial location. This equipment is provided by ECOtality to facilitate the collection of data on the use of EVs and the charge infrastructure.  The data collected from publicly available EVSE and EV Project participants will be analyzed to determine vehicle use and charging patterns in a variety of topographies and climate conditions, as well as evaluate the effectiveness of the charge infrastructure deployed under the EV Project. The collection and analysis of this data will support the future deployment of EV infrastructure into other regions. 

Thank you for your participation and for helping to change our energy future.

The parties agree as follows:

1. Term of Agreement 

This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and shall continue through the end of the EV Project data collection phase, which is December 31, 2012 (the “Term”).  This Agreement may be terminated early in accordance with Section 9, Termination. 

2. Terms and Definitions

The definitions for the following terms which are used throughout this Agreement are as follows:

“Agreement” – this contract, which contains the parameters for participation in the EV Project as a Charging Site Host

“ARRA” - American Recovery and Reinvestment Act

“Blink Network” – ECOtality EVSE Network

“Charging Site Host” - Entity choosing to participate in EV Project by allowing publicly available EVSE installation and use at their site

“Charging Station” – EVSE and its location

“DOE” – U.S. Department of Energy

“Equipment” – EVSE

“EV Project” - US Department of Energy project funded through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act

“EVSE” – Electric Vehicle Supply Equipment

“Media Content” means video, audio, or print information displayed on the Equipment for the purpose of educating Project Participants and other EVSE users about alternative fuel vehicles, EVSE, vehicle emissions, greenhouse gases, and other topics related to “green” infrastructure and sustainability.  Media Content shall not include for-profit advertising or content of a commercial nature. 

“Parties” –Charging Site Host and ECOtality.
“Periodic Reports” – Electronic reports provided to EV Project Charging Site Host regarding utilization of charging stations at a frequency more than once
“Project Participants” - EV owners enrolled as part of the EV Project

“Project Site” – Location where the public charging station will be used

“Property Owner” - Entity that owns the land where the charging station is located

“Public Usage Data” - Data collected from the EVSE to determine vehicle use and charging patterns.  Personal information about EVSE users shall not be used, sold or released for commercial purposes.   
“RFID Access Control System” - Radio-frequency identification (RFID) technology that uses communication via electromagnetic waves to exchange data between a terminal and an object for the purpose of identification and tracking

3. ECOtality Goods and Services

In consideration of Charging Site Host’s participation in the EV Project and for allowing the collection of the Data defined in Section 4 below, ECOtality agrees to provide the following equipment and services:

1.
Provide 4 Level II (240 VAC) EVSE Unit(s) (the “Equipment”) for public use no later than September 30, 2011.
2.
Installation of the Equipment at the location identified above by ECOtality-qualified and licensed contractors in accordance with local codes, permitting and inspection requirements. Ecotality shall contact the Town of Oro Valley to:  (1) gain entry to the installation site; (2) to obtain inspections at critical installation points; and (3) to obtain written authorization from Pima Town of Oro Valley prior to activating any EVSE. 

3.
All direct costs associated with the delivery, installation and initial setup of the EVSE at the designated location(s) to a maximum of $2,500 per Unit.  Ecotality shall provide Charging Site Host a written quote regarding the total amount of cost to install each EVSE unit and acquire Charging Site Host’s written approval to proceed before commencing installation.  Should installation costs exceed the $2,500 maximum at any given site, the Charging Site Host may elect to pay for the cost overrun and proceed with the installation; cancel the contract; or change the site location by mutual agreement of the Parties.

4.
Periodic reports on the public utilization of the Equipment installed; 

5.
Revenue sharing with Charging Site Host pursuant to Section 6 below; and

6. Ongoing maintenance of the Equipment, for the term of the agreement.

4. Public Usage Data

In consideration of the Goods and Services provided, Charging Site Host acknowledges and agrees to allow ECOtality commercially reasonable access to the Equipment at the Project Site and existing sources of electrical energy in order for ECOtality to collect and transmit EVSE data regarding public use of the Equipment during the Term of this Agreement.  Notwithstanding the above, Ecotality shall not use, sell or release for commercial purposes any personal information about EVSE users collected at Town of Oro Valley facilities.         
This data will be collected and analyzed to determine the effectiveness of the EV infrastructure deployment, including public use and charging patterns.  It will be distributed by ECOtality North America and analyzed by EV Project Partners.  The Charging Site Host will receive the periodic reports on public utilization of the equipment at no cost. 

5. ECOtality Equipment Description

The Equipment product sheet is attached for information. This equipment provides an internal electricity meter for the measurement of energy usage information important for the data evaluation during the Project. It also contains communications equipment to transmit this information to the ECOtality data center and an RFID access control system, which is also used to support revenue collection. There is a touch screen for the user interface, which is also capable of displaying video advertising as noted below. The ECOtality communications, data management, and media system is collectively called the Blink Network™. The Blink Network is unique to ECOtality, is not functional with other EVSE supplier networks, and provides features described in subsequent sections.

6. Equipment Access Revenue

Among the concepts being studied by The EV Project are various revenue models to provide a sustainable business in EV charging.  In general, it is expected that there will be a fee charged for the use of the Equipment.  However until May 2011, the EV Project Participants will be allowed to use the EV Project’s publicly available charge infrastructure at no cost. This introductory period will provide EV owners a realistic experience with publicly available charging provided by the Charging Site Host at no cost while the full complement of EV Project participants is being enrolled. Subsequently, Participants and all other EV drivers may elect to purchase subscriptions, memberships, pre‑paid cards, pay by phone or other payment media to continue to take advantage of the publicly available charge infrastructure. 

The requirement to test various revenue models in the EV Project precludes defining the revenue sharing methods at this time. However, once revenue collection begins, all revenue collected throughout the EV Project will be distributed as follows:  1) a portion to the Charging Site Host to cover all operating costs related to the operation of the Equipment at each Site; 2) a portion to ECOtality to cover the administrative costs associated with the Equipment; and 3) the remainder of the revenue collected will be returned to the EV Project itself to provide additional opportunities and further project objectives.  

Charging Site host acknowledges that the Equipment is being utilized in a pilot program and revenue shared as well as costs associated with the Equipment will be determined based on experiences gained during the pilot program.

ECOtality will exercise best efforts to coordinate the Blink Network revenue systems with the potential network systems of other EVSE suppliers to allow interoperability of subscription systems and access control so that the Equipment is accessible to the largest possible EV owner base.

7. Media Content

The Parties acknowledge and agree that ECOtality shall have control over the solicitation, contracting, and distribution of any and all Media Content, including but not limited to, any Media Content data transmitted to or from the Equipment and displayed using the Equipment.   Media Content shall be approved in advance by the Charging Site Host and shall not contain for profit advertising or content of a commercial nature.  The Parties will work together in a good faith effort to resolve any objections that the Charging Site Host may have with the subject matter, time of display, and format of Media Content.  ECOtality will take reasonable efforts to avoid distributing Media Content that conflicts with Charging Site Host-controlled media at a particular Site. Any revenues derived by ECOtality will be used to reduce its use of revenue collected pursuant to Section 6 above for administrative costs associated with the Equipment. 
8. Charging Site Host’s Representations and Warranties

Charging Site Host represents and warrants to ECOtality that the Charging Site Host:

a) Will allow reasonable access to the Equipment in order for ECOtality to collect, use and distribute the data to ECOtality and EV Project partners and participants;

b) Will cooperate with ECOtality or its licensee/subcontractors in the collection and transmission of data from Charge Site Host to EV Project participants including, where possible, access to Charging Site Host’s internet service;

c) Will participate in ECOtality surveys and provide timely response to ECOtality requests for information from Charging Site Host;

d) Will provide and maintain supply of electric power to the Equipment;

e) Will provide periodic inspection and routine exterior cleaning maintenance;

f) Will allow ECOtality to provide Charging Site Host’s contact information to their electric utility company to facilitate electrical installation;
g) Will not knowingly allow  the Equipment to be maintained, opened, modified, or repaired by anyone other than ECOtality or its licensed contractors; 

h) Will not transfer, assign, encumber or pledge the Equipment;

i) Assumes all responsibility in obtaining approvals by property owners, landlords, corporate offices, etc; and assist ECOtality with the execution of Equipment installation and Equipment siting contracts; 

j) Will use commercially reasonable efforts to provide security for the Equipment and to prevent damage and vandalism of any type to the Equipment;

k) Will not modify, reverse engineer, disassemble on the whole or any part of the Equipment or any part thereof in any manner; 

l) Will not uninstall the Equipment; and

m) Will allow ECOtality-approved contractors reasonable access to the Project Site for installation, maintenance, repair, replacement and approved de-installation of the Equipment.

9. Ownership

9.1 Title to and ownership of the Equipment will be retained by ECOtality through the Term of this Agreement for the purposes of the data collection.  At least three months prior to the end of the Term, ECOtality and Charging Site Host will enter into negotiations regarding Equipment disposition. Upon the expiration of the Term, Charging Site Host shall elect (in its sole and absolute discretion) in writing to ECOtality whether Charging Site Host desires to retain the Equipment at the Project Site.  In the event that Charging Site host elects to retain the Equipment installed at the Project Site, Charging Site Host shall there by possess all rights, title, and interest in and to the Equipment.  If Charging Site Host elects not to retain the Equipment at the Project Site, ECOtality shall remove (at its sole cost and expense) any or all of the Equipment installed at the Project Site, which includes restoring the Project Site to a safe and reasonable condition, but does not include the responsibility to restore the site to the same condition as prior to the installation of the Equipment. The Charging Site Host will provide written election at least thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of the Term.  In the event that the Charging Site Host fails to deliver such written notice within such thirty (30) day period, Charging Site Host shall be deemed to have selected the removal of the Equipment by ECOtality.  Should the Charging Site Host desire to continue ECOtality Blink Network and Equipment support, following the Term or earlier termination thereof, such additional services shall be subject to a new written agreement to be entered into between the Parties.  Charging Site Host shall also have the option of taking ownership of the Equipment without ECOtality’s Blink Network. This Section 9 shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

9.2 The software that operates the EVSE is exclusively owned by ECOtality. All of the information, content, services and software displayed on, transmitted through, or used in connection with the use and operation of the EVSE, including, but not limited to text, photographs, images, illustrations, video, html, source and object code, software, data, internet account access, and the like (collectively, the “Content”) is owned by ECOtality and its affiliates, licensors or suppliers.   The “Content” is protected by copyright, trademark and other intellectual property laws of the United States of America.

9.3  Nothing contained in this Section 9 shall be construed as an assignment or transfer of any copyright, design right or other intellectual property rights in such software, all of which rights are owned by ECOtality. 

9.4 Except as provided by Clause 9, ECOtality hereby grants to the Charging Site Host a non-exclusive and non-transferable license, to use such software in the form in which it is embedded in the Equipment on the delivery date for use in conjunction with other parts of the Equipment on the condition that the Equipment shall be used for its intended purpose only. This license will continue even if Charging Site Host takes ownership of the EVSE pursuant to Section 9.1 above, for so long as the EVSE is used for its intended purpose.
10. Confidentiality and Advertising

10.1  All nonpublic information that ECOtality provides to Charging Site Host or that Charging Site Host acquires from any source in connection with this Agreement shall be deemed to be ECOtality’s confidential information (“Confidential Information”) unless and until ECOtality specifically authorizes Charging Site Host in writing to treat the information as public.   Confidential Information includes: (a) any reports, specifications, know-how, strategies or technical data, processes, business documents or information, market research or other data, customer or client lists, and all other information concerning the business and affairs of ECOtality that are owned, used, or possessed by or for the benefit of ECOtality; (b) ECOtality Intellectual Property; (c) ECOtality Documentation; and (d) all confidential information or materials obtained by Charging Site Host from a third party in connection with performance of the Services, unless and until ECOtality specifically authorizes Charging Site Host in writing to treat the information as non-confidential; provided that it is prominently marked, on each page, as “CONFIDENTIAL”. Confidential Information does not include:  (i) information in the public domain through no fault or breach of this Agreement by Charging Site Host; (ii) information previously and lawfully known by Charging Site Host prior to disclosure by ECOtality; (iii) information rightfully learned from a third party not under restriction of disclosure as evidenced by Charging Site Host’s written records or (iv) information that is independently developed or acquired by Charging Site Host without reliance on any of ECOtality’s Confidential Information. Charging Site Host shall not publish, release, disclose, or announce to any member of the public, press, official body, or other third party any Confidential Information, or use any of it for Charging Site Host’s own purposes or for the purposes of a third party, without the prior written consent of ECOtality (which may be withheld by ECOtality in its sole discretion), except disclosures required by law.

10.2 Charging Site Host shall not make copies, reproductions, abstracts or excerpts of the Confidential Information in whole or in part, except as necessary to perform the Services. All copies, reproductions, excerpts or abstracts are deemed to be Confidential Information to the same extent as any originals. Upon termination of business relations between the parties, Charging Site Host agrees to return to ECOtality all written or other physical embodiments of the Confidential Information.
10.3
Notwithstanding the above provisions, in the event records marked CONFIDENTIAL are requested for public release pursuant to A.R.S. § 39-121 et seq., Town of Oro Valley shall release records marked CONFIDENTIAL ten (10) business days after the date of notice to the respondent of the request for release, unless respondent has, within the ten day period, secured a protective order, injunctive relief or other appropriate order from a court of competent jurisdiction, enjoining the release of the records. For the purposes of this paragraph, the day of the request for release shall not be counted in the time calculation. Respondent shall be notified of any request for such release on the same day of the request for public release or as soon thereafter as practicable.
Town of Oro Valley shall not, under any circumstances, be responsible for securing a protective order or other relief enjoining the release of records marked CONFIDENTIAL, nor shall Town of Oro Valley be in any way financially responsible for any costs associated with securing such an order.

10.4 Unless the parties agree otherwise, the confidentiality and other obligations imposed by this Section shall survive for a period of 3 years after termination or expiration of this Agreement pertaining to the Confidential Information.10.4  Charging Site Host and its Subcontractors shall not do any of the following without ECOtality’s prior written consent (which may be withheld by ECOtality in its sole discretion): (a) use the name of ECOtality or its trademarks in any commercial advertising;  or (d) use photographs of the Charging Sites in any commercial advertising .

11. Termination of this Agreement

11.1
Without Cause:  This Agreement may be terminated in writing by ECOtality or the Charging Site Host without cause at any time and for any reason, including the termination of the EV Project or a reduction in EV Project funding, whereupon the parties shall be fully released from their respective duties, rights, obligations and liabilities under this Agreement except as provided under Section 8 above.  

11.2
For Cause:  This Agreement may be terminated in writing by either party for cause if either party:  (a) violates any terms of this Agreement and fails to cure the same within ten (10) days of receiving written notice of such default; or (b) breaches of any of the representations and warranties under Section 8 (for Charging Site Host) or Section 12 (for ECOtality) of this Agreement.  

Upon termination of this Agreement with or without cause, ECOtality shall disable or remove (at its sole cost and expense) all of the Equipment installed at the Location and terminate Charging Site Host’s Information Access, except as provided in Section 9.1 above. 

Removal of Equipment includes site restoration to a safe and reasonable condition, but does not include the responsibility to restore the site to the same condition as prior to the installation of the Equipment.  This Section 11.2 shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

12. Limited Warranty and Service

ECOtality warrants that during the Term of this Agreement the Equipment shall be free from defects in material, workmanship and construction and will conform to the specifications incorporated in this Agreement.  Excluded from this limited warranty are damages to the Equipment that are a direct result of unreasonable or unintended use by the Charging Site Host. 

Should the Equipment become defective or cease operating during the Term, Charging Site Host upon its knowledge of the same, must promptly call the toll free number listed on the side of the Equipment and report the defect to ECOtality or its authorized licensee.  The sole remedy under this limited warranty is repair or replacement, at ECOtality’s option, of the Equipment or part(s) or component(s) deemed to be defective. "Repair" or "Replacement" shall mean providing the labor and materials necessary, at no cost to Charging Site Host, to repair or replace defective part(s) or replace, at ECOtality’s option, the Equipment.

13. Insurance

Through the term of this Agreement, the Equipment is insured by ECOtality under its general liability insurance policy. If the Charging Site Host’s standard insurance policy provides property insurance for the Equipment, the Charging Site Host shall hereby assign ECOtality the right to receive, either from Charging Site Host or directly from Charging Site hosts insurance provider, any insurance payments related to theft, loss of use, or any insured damage to the Equipment (estimated replacement value $2,495).  Charging Site Host will be under no obligation to provide this insurance coverage.
14. Governing Law

This Agreement shall be governed by, construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Arizona, and each of the party’s consents to the exclusive venue and personal jurisdiction of the courts located in Pima Town of Oro Valley, Arizona.  
15. Conflict of Interest 
This Agreement can be terminated for a conflict of interest as set forth in A.R.S. § 38-511, the relevant portions of which are hereby incorporated herein by this reference.
16. Dispute Resolution

The parties agree that all disputes arising under this Agreement shall be resolved by arbitration in accordance with the Commercial Arbitration Rules (the “AAA Rules”) of the American Arbitration Association (the “AAA”) as in effect on the date when the notice to initiate the arbitration is submitted, as supplemented to the extent necessary to determine any procedural appeal questions by the Federal Arbitration Act (Title 9 of the United States Code).  If there is any inconsistency between the provisions of this Agreement and the AAA Rules or the Federal Arbitration Act, the provisions of this Agreement shall control. If the parties cannot agree upon the choice of arbitrator within ten (10) days of the date the matter is submitted for arbitration, the parties shall request, and accept, assignment of an arbitrator by the AAA.  Any such arbitration will be conducted in Pima Town of Oro Valley, Arizona, and will be decided in accordance with and determined by the laws of the State of Arizona, without regard to conflict of law principles.  The resolution of any dispute achieved through such arbitration shall be final, binding and enforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction.  The prevailing party in any arbitration or other dispute proceedings will be entitled to recovery of all reasonable costs incurred, including court costs, attorneys’ fees, expert witness fees, and other expenses related to such proceedings.

17. Indemnification

ECOtality agrees to fully indemnify and defend the Charging Site Host against all claims, liability, losses and expenses that are suffered or incurred by Charging Site Host related to this Agreement or any use of the EVSE by any person and will be responsible for all costs and damages caused by the installation, connection to power, and/or operation of the EVSE.  

18. Attorney’s Fees

The prevailing party in any judicial proceedings instituted by either party shall be entitled to recover its reasonable attorney's fees, costs, and expenses. The court shall determine the prevailing party and the reasonableness of all fees, costs, and expenses.

19. Notices

All notices given under this Agreement (each, a "Notice") shall be in writing and delivered to the notice addresses of the parties as applicable, by one or more of the following methods, (i) given by certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, and is deemed given on the third (3rd) business day after the date of posting in a United States Post Office, (ii) given by a nationally recognized overnight courier and is deemed given one day after delivery to the overnight courier, or (iii) given by personal delivery and is deemed given upon receipt by the notified party.  At any time, either party may designate in writing to the other party a different notice address.  

20. Changes

This Agreement cannot be modified or amended except by a written instrument signed by the parties.

21. Waiver

No waiver by either party of any breach, default or violation of any term, warranty, representation, agreement, covenant, condition or provision of this Agreement will constitute a waiver of any subsequent breach, default or violation of the same or other term, warranty, representation, agreement, covenant, condition or provision of this Agreement.

22. Assignment

This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of, and be binding upon, the parties hereto and their respective successors, and permitted assigns.  Neither this Agreement nor the Equipment may be assigned by either party without the prior written consent of the other party (except with respect to any assignment by Charging Site Host to any successor title holding entity of the Project Site), which consent may be granted or withheld in such party’s sole and absolute discretion.  Any assignment which does not satisfy the requirement of the preceding sentence shall be null and void.

23. Survival Of Obligations And Liabilities

Termination of this Agreement shall not relieve either party of any obligation under this Agreement which expressly or by implication survives termination of this Agreement.
The invalidity, illegality or unenforceability of any one or more provisions of this Agreement will not affect or impair the validity, legality or enforceability of the remaining provisions, which will remain in full force and effect.

24. Entire Agreement, Relationship

This Agreement contains the entire agreement and understanding between the parties relative to the subject matter herein, and supersedes any prior agreements and understandings between the parties relating to such subject matter, whether verbal or written.

This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which shall constitute one and the same document.  The parties agree that signatures transmitted by facsimile or e-mail (electronically scanned) shall be binding as if they were original signatures.
