A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL of the Town of Oro Valley, Arizona, APPROVING SUPPLEMENTAL TOWN OF ORO VALLEY PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION RULES AND OPERATING PROCEDURES AND REPEALING THE CURRENT PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION RULES AND PROCEDURES; REPEALING ALL RESOLUTIONS, ORDINANCES AND RULES OF THE TOWN OF ORO VALLEY IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; PRESERVING THE RIGHTS AND DUTIES THAT HAVE ALREADY MATURED AND PROCEEDINGS THAT HAVE ALREADY BEGUN THEREUNDER
WHEREAS, the Town of Oro Valley is a political subdivision of the State of Arizona vested with all associated rights, privileges and benefits and is entitled to the immunities and exemptions granted municipalities and political subdivisions under the Constitution and laws of the State of Arizona and the United States; and

WHEREAS, on June 1, 2005, Mayor and Council approved Resolution No. (R)05-23, that approved that certain document entitled “Town of Oro Valley Planning and Zoning Commission Rules and Operating Procedures” (“Rules and Operating Procedures”); and

WHEREAS, On December 10, 2010, Council adopted Resolution No. (R)10-88 which stated that all Town boards and commissions shall follow the Town Council adopted Parliamentary Rules & Operating Procedures and Rules of Conduct; and

WHEREAS, because there are some needed rules specific to Planning and Zoning, the Town Council desires to update the Planning and Zoning Commission (“PZC”) Rules and Procedures as a supplement to the adopted Town Council Parliamentary Rules & Operating Procedures and Rules of Conduct; and
WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission reviewed the proposed Supplemental Rules and Operating Procedures at a duly noticed public hearing on April 3, 2012, in accordance with State Statutes and recommended approval of the Rules and Procedures to the Town Council; and

WHEREAS, Town Council has considered the proposed new Town of Oro Valley Planning and Zoning Commission Rules and Operating Procedures, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this reference, and finds that they are just and appropriate and are in the best interest of the Town.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Town of Oro Valley, Arizona that:

SECTION 1. The existing Town of Oro Valley Planning and Zoning Commission Rules and Operating Procedures are hereby repealed.
SECTION 2.
That certain new document entitled “Town of Oro Valley Planning and Zoning Commission Supplemental Rules and Operating Procedures”, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this reference are hereby approved.

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PREFACE

A. General Purpose: The Planning & Zoning Commission (P&ZC; referred to as ‘Commission’ in this document) of the Town of Oro Valley, Arizona, in attempting to fulfill its responsibilities and to fully and faithfully perform its duties in the best possible manner, formulates these Rules and Operating Procedures for use by the Commission.  It is intended that these Rules and Operating Procedures supplement the Town Council adopted Parliamentary Rules and Procedures and Rules of Conduct.  

B. Consistency with Town Council Parliamentary Rules and Procedures: These P&ZC Rules and Operating Procedures and intended to provide specific rules and procedures for the Commission but in no instance may contradict, conflict with, or supersede the Town Council Rules and Procedures contained in Oro Valley Town Code §3-6-4, Officers Designated, Meetings, and Rules of Procedure. Any rule, policy, procedure, or provision contained in these Commission Rules and Operating Procedures deemed to be in conflict with the Town Council Rules and Procedures shall be declared null and void and the Town Council Rules and Procedures shall prevail.

SECTION 1.  RULES and OPERATING PROCEDURES

The following are the basis for, and are used in conjunction with, these Rules and Operating Procedures for meetings of the Commission:

A) Town Council Parliamentary Rules and Procedures and Code of Conduct (Resolution (R) 10-88; Oro Valley Town Code §3-6-4, Officers Designated, Meetings, and Rules of Procedure)

B) Robert’s Rules of Order 

C) Town Code

SECTION 2.  MEMBERSHIP

2.1
Membership

The Planning and Zoning Commission shall be composed of seven members, all of whom shall be residents of the Town throughout their period of service on the Commission.

2.2
Commission Chair and Vice-Chair

A)
At its first regular or special meeting in January of each year, the Planning and Zoning Commission shall elect a Chair and Vice-Chair from among its members.

1. These officers shall serve for a term of one year and until the next annual election is conducted.  Any member serving as Chair or Vice-Chair shall be eligible for re-election.

2. The annual January election may be postponed by a majority vote of the Commission.  If the election is postponed, the then Chair and Vice-Chair shall continue to serve until an election is conducted.

SECTION 3.  MEETINGS

3.1
REGULAR MEETINGS

Regular monthly meetings of the Planning and Zoning Commission shall be held at the Oro Valley Town Hall on the first Tuesday of each month. Whenever a regular meeting is to be held on the same day as a legal holiday in Arizona, that meeting may be either canceled or rescheduled.  Public notice of these meetings shall be given as required by the public meetings provision of the Arizona Revised Statutes.  If it is necessary to change the location or the time of the meeting, a notice of such change shall be posted at the Town Hall and other locations for posting of public notice as set forth in the Town’s posting procedures.
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
