A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL FOR THE TOWN OF ORO VALLEY, ARIZONA, ADOPTING TABLES 6-1-3, 6-2-3, 6-8-3, 6-9-3, AND 7-2 OF THE PIMA COUNTY MULTI-JURISDICTIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN AS THE OFFICIAL TOWN OF ORO VALLEY HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN AND AUTHORIZING INCORPORATION OF THE TOWN PLAN INTO THE PIMA COUNTY MULTI-JURISDICTIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN
WHEREAS, the Town of Oro Valley is a political subdivision of the State of Arizona vested with all associated rights, privileges and benefits and is entitled to the immunities and exemptions granted municipalities and political subdivisions under the Constitution and laws of the State of Arizona and the United States; and

WHEREAS, the region has historically experienced severe damage from natural and human-caused hazards such as flooding, wildfire, thunderstorms/high winds, hazardous material incidents, and transportation accidents on many occasions in the past century, resulting in loss of property and life, economic hardship, and threats to public health and safety; and 
WHEREAS, in order to be eligible for federal pre and post-disaster aid, local jurisdictions must adopt a hazard mitigation plan in accordance with the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000; and  

WHEREAS, in an effort to reduce the risk and effects of natural and human-caused disasters, including loss of life and property, human suffering, economic disruption, and disaster assistance costs, the various municipal, county and tribal jurisdictions of Pima County have developed the Pima County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan (the “Plan”); and

WHEREAS, the Plan specifically addresses hazard mitigation strategies and plan maintenance procedures for the Town as exhibited in Tables 6-1-3, 6-8-3, 6-9-3 and 7-2 of the Pima County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this reference; and
WHEREAS, the Plan recommends several hazard mitigation actions and projects that will provide mitigation for specific natural and human caused hazards that impact the Town, with the effect of protecting people and property from loss associated with those hazards; and
WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Town to enter into the Pima County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by the reference, in order to set forth the terms and conditions relating to the hazard mitigation plan among public agencies within Pima County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Town Council of the Town of Oro Valley that:
SECTION 1.  The Mayor and Council hereby approve the Tables of the Pima County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan attached hereto as Exhibit “A” as the official hazard mitigation plan of the Town.

SECTION 2.  The Mayor and Council hereby authorize incorporation of the Pima County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan into the Pima County Multi-Jurisdictional Plan.
SECTION 3.  The Pima County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan shall be implemented, monitored and maintained by the officials/staff designated in the Plan.
SECTION 4.  Future revisions and Plan maintenance actions required by the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 and FEMA may be brought to the Mayor and Council for adoption from time to time.
