RESOLUTION  NO. (R)12-43
A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF ORO VALLEY, ARIZONA, AFFIRMING THE TOWN OF ORO VALLEY’S COMMITMENT TO SHARE IN THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE CAÑADA DEL ORO (CDO) SHARED USE PATH CONNECTION UNDER SR 77 TO CATALINA STATE PARK CONTINGENT ON THE SUCCESSFUL PROCUREMENT OF A 2012 ROUND 19 TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $969,837. 

WHEREAS, the Town of Oro Valley is a political subdivision of the State of Arizona vested with all associated rights, privileges and benefits and is entitled to the immunities and exemptions granted municipalities and political subdivisions under the Constitution and laws of the State of Arizona and the United States; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Oro Valley adopted the Pedestrian & Bicycle Plan in 1999, and updates to this plan biannually; and

WHEREAS, the design and construction of a connection from the Cañada del Oro (CDO) Shared Use Path to Catalina State Park under SR 77 (Oracle Road) is a key to obtaining local and region-wide connectivity for alternative transportation options; and

WHEREAS, the Town has submitted a 2012 Round 19 Transportation Enhancement Grant proposal, a summary of which is attached hereto as Attachment A and incorporated herein by this reference, to secure necessary from the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and/or the Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) funding for the design and construction of the CDO Shared Use Path Connection to Catalina State Park Project; and

WHEREAS, the Project will be an ADOT-sponsored project, meaning that ADOT and not the Town of Oro Valley will be responsible for paying the 5.7% local match share of $59,996; and
WHEREAS, the Grant proposal states that the Town of Oro Valley will commit to funding any overmatch over the $1,000,000 cap if needed, and to provide care and maintenance for the shared use path and associated facilities once they are built; and 

WHEREAS, the Town commits that, if funded, the project will be ready for advertisement in three (3) years after the grant monies are awarded; and

WHEREAS, the Town commits to reimburse ADOT/FHWA for all federal funds used if the project is cancelled by the Town.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and the Council of the Town of Oro Valley, Arizona, that the Town of Oro Valley commits to provide the additional funding necessary to complete the design and construction of the CDO Shared Use Path Connection to Catalina State Park under SR 77 contingent on the successful procurement of a 2012 Round 19 Transportation Enhancement Grant, a summary of which is attached hereto as Attachment A, and incorporated herein by this reference.
